Bleb needling is capable of restoring function to clinically failed glaucoma filtering blebs.

A small-gauge needle is usually used to puncture and incise the fibrous episcleral tissue. However,
needle movement is sometimes restricted by strong resistance under the conjunctiva, with the result
that incision of the episcleral scar tissue is inefficient.

A crescent knife is used for cataract surgery to incise hard tissue but is too wide to manipulate under
the conjunctiva via the small entry site.

We have now developed an extra-fine crescent knife for bleb revision.

Comparison

From left ; Bleb Knife, Needle (23G, 27G), MVR Knife (20G)
Bleb Knife’s apex is 0.8mm and its maximum width is 1.0mm.
With ultra-sharp edge of length 4mm from apex.
